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HE CONVENTIONS
Conventions will be extremely busy with lots going on, so it’s important to plan your day in advance!

Use the UCAS website to find out who you want to speak to:

· Which universities offer your course?

· Where are they (are some too near/far from home)?

· What are their entry requirements?

Use your convention brochure to find out:

· Where will the universities’ stands be located on the day?

· What talks would you like to attend?

· What time are the talks?

Decide what questions you would like to ask delegates in advance – some of the following may be helpful:

Questions about the course

· Are there core/compulsory modules?

· How competitive is the course?

· What careers do graduates go into?

Questions about the university:

· Are first years guaranteed university accommodation?

· How many students attend the university?

· How far away is it from home, and what are the transport links like?

· What bursaries are on offer to students?

· When is the next Open Day? How do you register for it?

General tips for the day:

· Don’t be too distracted by the freebies!
· Never feel you can’t approach a stand – the delegates are there to speak to you

· Be selective with collecting information – prospectuses are heavy! You can always request these directly from universities after the event

· Attend a talk on your chosen subject if possible 
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
